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Japanese Music and Arts Project
Detailed Description of Workshop or Residency Session (include the elements sent in your confirmation email, along with the workshop format): This is 55-60 minute long workshop that will introduce students to Japanese culture and music. 
The program will be mainly about Japanese music: the Taiko drums and bamboo flutes. The program will have different sections. We will explain some of the basic aspects of Japan (geography), teaching some simple words of greeting (language), etc. We will illustrate things with extra visuals and writing names in subtitles. 
We will then introduce the different types of Taiko drums. We have information slides to show the different steps of the making of the Taiko. We also will present different photos of traditional festivals with short clips to get students an idea of the atmosphere of those festivals. We will talk about the different flutes and percussion instruments with short demonstrations of the instruments that we have. We will also demonstrate the 13-string Koto. This will be followed with songs played on each of the instruments. We have some video clips of Taiko in concert and will explain the song and show clips of the different songs and dances. We will try to keep that as more a source of inspiration for the second part during which they will join in and be creative 
When we explain and demonstrate instruments, we will quiz students. We will leave a little pause and hints to let students give an answer. Response will also be written down. So that the students will have a visual as well. We will demonstrate how some of the Japanese instruments could be replicated at home and tried out. Participants will need some simple material that can be found in any household (Paper, pens, empty cardboard boxes, empty cleaned bottles and some water among other things)
If there is an interest in a live-streamed program, we will be able to answer questions from the chat room. We will also be able to quiz students to find out answers to our questions. For example: What is the capital of Japan. We plan on using some Power Point presentation throughout the program between demonstrations and live performances, to highlight and add to the visuals.
We plan to accompany the visuals with subtitles and extra information as the students watch the program. During the performance video, we plan to also include information about the name of the instruments or the song or photos of the original festivals.
 That live-streaming programs will be recorded and can be seen by students again and also other schools would be able to view the program. We have a few hands-on projects that we will offer, so that everyone can participate- We encourage families to participate and something they can go further into our presentation and elaborate and finish later on. We will introduce the Art of Kamishibai- Japanese story-telling and encourage everyone to create their own story and share it with each other. It will be a simple project that they can use for later that will incorporate music (sound effects), drawing, origami and writing a story.
For the ready-made program that can be streamed at any time, the student will be able to stop the program when quizzed and try to give answers to their teacher before moving on. We have set some time for students to react and answer before moving along within the program. The program will be available for some time for the school to give them time to make sure all students will have a chance to view it and are able to view it several times.
I plan to use Zoom, google classroom, Facebook Live, YouTube for streaming. I am able to use skype as well. The streaming programs will be available on Vimeo or YouTube.
Objective(s) and/or Standards: Students will learn about another culture: Japan and experience the music. Students will create their own story and share it with others. Students will also be able to create musical instruments and create a soundscape for their play.

Materials Needed: Paper, color pencils and pens, cardboard boxes, empty glass or plastic bottles, some water, chopsticks or spoons.

1) Demonstration of a Kamsihibai Storyboards. Construction of the instruments (decoration). Creating a story board for the Paper play- Kamishibai. Writing simple story and drawing on the boards. 15 min.
2) Students will rehearse their piece, they can either use a song or create their own sound effects with boxes or bottles instruments. 12 min.
3) Sharing they stories with everyone 13 min.
Reflection/Closing: (how you will finish the session and a time stamp)
1) Students sharing their impression of other people stories and about Japanese culture and things they have learned. 5 min.
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
