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Hiphop, Let me Rap to you!! Workshop
This specific workshop gives step by step instruction on how to create an original Hiphop song. 
Objective(s) and/or Standards: Participants will learn the multiple steps from start to completion in production. Participants will brainstorm, document and select online instrumentation to create an original composition. 
Materials Needed: All materials needed is a sheet of paper, pencil, and a device to stream/record music(cell phone, computer, tablet). Access to the internet is recommended. The format of the workshop is a Recorded Video Presentation via Youtube.
Outline of Session or Activity: 
This specific art form introduces the 4 elements of the Hiphop culture 
1.  Deejayin (music), 
2.  Break dancing  (dance), 
3.  Graffiti Art (visual art) and 
4.  Emceeing (writing, rapping).
Though the focus of the workshop is writing, composing and performance it is open to any add ons from the other elements within the culture. The information about the history and purpose of the workshop in the introduction of the video gives context to the relationship between music, art, and education. You will see live footage of students going thru this very process from classroom to recording studio. Start to completion. 
The selection of music, songs and themes are strictly flexible to whatever participant(s) find relevant. This workshop has been successfully incorporated in groups of students as young as 3rd grade to 12th grade. It also has been taught to adult music educators internationally. 
This workshop has been selected to be taught in several regional music education conferences as well as multiple international conferences (Pmeas, ISME, etc.)  And Although a single participant can access the process, there is also a great opportunity for friends, parents and families to be collaborative in the process as well.
