	Overview
Learn how to sculpt and paint traditional Mexican Alebrijes (Spanish pronunciation: [aleˈβɾixes], brightly colored Mexican folk art sculptures of fantastical (fantasy/mythical) creatures
Objectives
In this tutorial, students will learn to:
· Discover the Mexican art of Alebrijes
· Design and sculpt 3-D alebrijes using simple materials from around their house. 
· Paint their alebrije with traditional painted patterns
Activities
1. During this time, students will learn a brief history of Alebrijes.  
2. I will demonstrate how to create a armetrure for the body of the Alebrijes.by converting a paper towel or toilet paper roll into a torso using scissors and tape.  
3. I will roll newspaper into a ball for a head and tape it on.  
4. Next I will roll newspaper into tubes to create wings and attach with tape. 
5. I will advise to check to be sure how the creature stands using balance and the base of the creature is formed and taped securely, 
6. I will demonstrate how to apply a paper mache’ outer structure using small pieces of paper and liquid glue. The entire sculpture should be coated.  Wait to dry.  
7. Next, I will demonstrate how to add base coats of paint color to the structure from traditional Mexican patterns. Embellishments can be added using a variety of suggested items found around the house. 
Adaptations
Younger children will need the help of an adult to create this project.  I will demonstrate a simpler project for parents of young children.
