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	Overview
Learn how to sculpt and paint traditional Corazone Mexicanos: Mexican Tin Hearts
Objectives
In this tutorial, students will learn to:
· Discover the Mexican art of Mexican Tin Hearts
· Design and sculpt a 3-D Mexican Tin Heart using simple materials from around their house. 
· Paint their Mexican Tin Heart with traditional painted patterns
Activities
1. During this time, students will learn a brief history of Mexican Tin Hearts.  
2. I will demonstrate how to create the base of the Mexican Tin Heart by cutting open a soda can and cutting it to achieve a flat roll of aluminum.
3. Next the student can print and cut out the attached design Corazone Mexicano template PDF or deisgn one of their own. 
4. Place the cut design on the metal sheet and trace around. 
5. Redraw the basic designs onto the metal sheet using a Sharpie. 
6. Place the metal on a soft cloth face down.
7. Using the back of a paint brush, retrace the lines into the metal in order to create a relief on the other side of the metal. 
8. Flip the design and press into larger shapes with the rounded end of the paintbrush to push some of the relief back.
9. Use colored Sharpies or paint to fill in large sections of the tin design. 
Adaptations
Younger children will need the help of an adult to create this project.
