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Clothes Pin Dolls  
Detailed Description of Workshop or Residency Session (include the elements sent in your confirmation email, along with the workshop format): 
This lesson covers both how to make a variety of clothes pin dolls and how to use them to set the stage for collaborative and self-discovery play
Objective(s) and/or Standards: 
Students will be able to create handmade clothes pin dolls that can give a sense of power, worth and identity. Dolls may be a reflection of self, including traditional cultural garb, or an expression of pure imagination!

Materials Needed: 
(Materials & Supplies needed)
· Round headed clothespin (if possible)
· Collected Small scraps of fabric 
· Collected yarn or felt or felted scraps 
· embroidery floss (optional)
· Thin & thick markers (variety of colors)
· Ball point pens
· Scissors
· Mini low temp hot glue guns (optional)
· Small hot glue sticks (optional)
· Fabritac or Elmer’ glue
· Chop stick/ pencils (for Fabritac & hot glue)
· Pipe cleaners (optional)
· Needle & thread/needle threader (optional)

Warm Up/Introduction: (how you will begin the session and a time stamp)
This lesson is appropriate for small children ages 5 – 9 with some help from adults. Children 10 and older may use hot glue (with parent permission). This lesson can be used for ages 5 – adult. Families may choose to participate together. 
 I will show four examples of clothes pin dolls and explain how they can be used to create dialogue and creative play. I will review the objects including: connecting work to cultural identity, exploring art making, encouraging reflections of the merit of one’s own work. I will also emphasize the creativity of this project that allows anyone to create a novel one-of-a-kind rather than mass produced dolls.
Outline of Session or Activity: (An outline of each part of your activity or residency session, broken down into tasks/parts and time stamps...i.e. Part I: Tracing a Pattern: 5 mins)
1. Introduce Clothes Pin Dolls and give a brief History (3 minutes)
2. Show Four kinds of Clothes Pin Dolls and explain their role in creating art & connecting cultural history (5 minutes)
3. Demonstrate how to make 4 different clothes pin dolls including wrapping, gluing, hot gluing and Fabritac- real time & time lapse.  (15 minutes)
· Draw a face
· Top, Dress, Tunic, wrap with string, yarn, ribbon or pipe cleaners or other wire
· Wrap arms with leftover pipe cleaners (do not cut!) position on each side (sleeves optional)
· Draw or wrap pants around legs (optional) 
· Cape/cloak tile to “neck”
· Hair and details (this can be held on by a tie)
· Or a Hat or scarf (if you don’t have glue)
· Turn and talk about your dolls
· Clean up
4. Ask Essential questions and show clean up (3 minutes)
5. Run a slideshow of different clothes pin dolls (1 minute)
6. Give list of essential supplies & steps (1 minute)
7. Close with last thoughts & possibilities (2 minutes)
Reflection/Closing: (how you will finish the session and a time stamp)
    I will reflect on what I did in the video and how diverse this project is, and how to use your clothes pin dolls, reflecting back to the standards. I will encourage students to share their work, engage in creative play as well as talk about what they learned about clothes pin dolls with friends and family members.
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
