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Cultural Sing-Along
Detailed Description of Workshop or Residency Session: (include the elements snt in your confirmation email, along with the workshop format): 
This pre-recorded 12 minute video is a virtual engagement presentation where the educator will use song and body movements to reinforce elements of music, dance, cultural studies, and foreign language. This video teaches a Haitian Children's song called "Balance Ya-Ya". 
The students are encouraged to participate in warm-up activities such as stretching, singing scales, and mouth exercises. Then there is a breakdown of the children's song for easy learning. The student will learn new vocabulary in a foreign language when learning the song and they will also explore the concept of melody. There is an interactive dance/choreography element at the end of the program that is easy enough for all ages. For Grades 2-4 but older students can learn this as well.
Objective(s) and/or Standards: 
Students will learn a popular Haitian children's folk song in the native language of Haitian Creole. The students will be able to identify through visuals and explanation the characteristics of Haiti i.e. the landscape, the native people, and general location. Students will perform and follow simple choreography for a physical component to the lesson.
