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MY COLORFUL DINOSAUR
Description
This one session video shows the step by step process of making and decorating a free-standing dinosaur. An easy collage technique using a variety of materials, including recycled items from home, allows families and young children (age 3-6) to have fun together. An optional step involves children making their own stamps, pressing them into paper, and using it to decorate the dinosaur.
Learning Goals
Children will be able to:
· Engage in a family activity
· Follow directions step by step to complete the project
· Combine a variety of materials 
· Use imagination and creativity
· Practice fine motor skills 
Materials
All these craft supplies are optional and can be replaced.  
· Xerox paper as the base for the collage
· Small pieces of plain color and patterned paper (wrapping, craft paper, newspaper, magazine, etc.)
· Brown grocery bag
· Ribbons, fabric, pom pons, or any other colorful craft material at home
· Glue sticks
· Markers for eyes
· Scissors
· 4 Clothespins for legs
· Craft sticks for neck or just long piece of paper
Optional to make stamps for printing:
· Xerox paper 
· Cardboard {any kind of cereal box, rice box,}
· Small piece of bubble wrap
· Rubber bands
· Pencil with eraser to print dots
· Straws 
· Pieces of corrugated cardboard
· Tempera
· Paper plate or any kind of plate or flat surface for the tempera
· Elmer’s glue 
· Paper towel roll
Instructions
The instructions are easily explained on the video also. Depending on the children’s age adult supervision might be needed for cutting.
1- The activity starts showing how to make home-made stamps using recycled materials.  Glue any of the materials selected {straws, rubber bands, etc.} to an already cut piece of board.  Once the stamp it’s made it has to dry for half an hour before it’s used for stamping.
2- Cut an oval shape using brown grocery bags as the Dinosaur’s body. Glue it to a xerox paper.  Add the craft stick or a long piece of paper as the neck. Start decorating the body using all the craft supplies available.
3- Cut around the Dinosaur shape. Add clothespins as legs. Your Dinosaur is ready!
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
