In a three part series, students will create an art book with collage and creative writing that represents reflections about identity and environment.  Students are first engaged in a conversation about our relationship to nature and then guided through meditation before constructing a speculative future through images from magazines and other print material found in their home.   In the second part of the series, students will play with words through several collaborative and independent exercises that generate short poems about nature and open space for dialogue about the future. Then they will cut and fold their collage into a book, splicing and flipping the image to gain new perspective on the shapes and colors they originally placed. In the third part, students will finish their books by exploring graphic images and text styles with which to add one or more of the poems they generated. They will finalize their art book as an artifact of their link to the natural world, and consider audiences to share their work with.

· Brown paper bag or other large piece of paper that doesn’t break when it folds(no construction paper).  Final book will be 1/8th the size of the original paper. 
· Scissors. 
· Print Media and paper (options include: junk mail, magazines, old books, old photos, colored paper, wrapping paper, paper and plastic packaging, bags, printouts, stickers, old greeting cards, receipts, tissue paper … nothing thicker than a cereal box). 
· liquid Glue (white glue, school glue, mod podge, wood glue). 
· tool for applying glue (**a regular glue bottle with a narrow opening is good** plus you may want to use a brush, popsicle stick, plastic knife, or a designated finger and a wet rag). 
· something to write with, pencil, pen, that will show up on the large sheet of paper.
Warm Up/Introduction: (how you will begin the session and a time stamp)
· 1 min Mindful breathing co-creating physical molecular space with your breath. 
· 4 min intros and acknowledge each other’s inner animal
· 5 min: Conversation:  How are we, and the world we live in, part of nature? What core needs motivate us to do things that we know are bad for the environment?
Outline of Session or Activity:
Body: 
· 5 min Trimming paper/folding book
· 5 min: Brainstorming Meditation about a place that you know well, important.  Past, present and future. Near and far future.
· 5 min: Orient to materials and collage making: 

Using media to understand future, weighing the impact of different media sources, symbols, thinking about their meaning. 

- orient in one of two ways: horizon, and mirror, or vertical and upside down

- demos, cutting with scissors, cutting pieces across hinges, gluing with brush

- collaging techniques

· 40 min: independent practice with background and foreground
Reflection/Closing: (how you will finish the session and a time stamp)
5 min Share: everyone hold up collages so far. Write in chat or say aloud something you thought of after you started collaging. ** Save these, continue to work on them if you have time: ** Tomorrow we are going to write a little together and alone.

10 min Writing 1. Ekphrasis poem of own or others’ collages from last session.  In the voice of something you are seeing. 2 students share
5 min Writing 2. Evoking a familiar place, brainstorming/word choice, theme.
5 min Ode poem examples
10 min Writing 3. Write an ode or lament to the place. Two students share writing and others guess the theme.
5 min: Transform collage into book.
10 min Writing 4. Haiku - show Basho, write about change, surprise!

10 min 3 share favorite writing.  Critique vs criticism and comments in chat

Warm Up/Introduction: (how you will begin the session and a time stamp)
5 min One short sentence, phrase or word at a time that describes the future you want? in chat. Use these to make a group poem.
Outline of Session or Activity: (An outline of each part of your activity or residency session, 10 min Writing. apostrophe - addressing something non-human - wind, rocks, climate change - address the agent of change, the thing that caused your world to change - for good or bad.
10 min Revise and refine poems - word choices, adjectives vs verbs, nouns.  Revision exercise. Metaphor for a million ways to build this future.
5 minutes Select most important writings to include.  Examples of layouts. few words to a page, one piece per page. Font examples. Choices.
20 Complete poems, pages, with writing, add more to images.  What is important to communicate - why do you care about saving certain parts of our reality? Why do you care about putting some things to sleep? Finalize their art book as an artifact of their link to the changing natural world.
Reflection/Closing: (how you will finish the session and a time stamp)
15min Share books with each other. Who will you share your work with?  How will you do it?
