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Quarantine Quest Workshop
Detailed Description of Workshop:
The Quarantine Quest Workshop consists of three separate lessons that can be completed in any order. The workshop focuses on the exploration of different mediums by creating portraits inspired by various artists. The first session is Emoji Art inspired by Yung Jake, the second is Pandemic Portraits inspired by Gregg Segal, and last is Humans of Pittsburgh inspired by Brandon Stanton. Each session has a corresponding Google Slideshow that includes instructional videos, images, and resources. 
Session 1: Emoji Art
Detailed Description of Session:
To begin Session 1, Emoji Art with Yung Jake, click through the slides and watch the video to learn more about Yung Jake and his work. The ninth slide includes two important links. The first link will open to a video tutorial that will explain how to use the program Yung Jake uses to create his emoji portraits. The second link will open up the program where the Emoji Portrait will be created. Feel free to watch the tutorial before and/or during creating time.The final slide has a few reflection questions to think about after using the program to create your own Emoji Portrait.
Objective(s) and/or Standards:

SWBAT select, organize, and design images and words to make visually clear and compelling presentations. 
Materials Needed:
- Computer with internet access
- This website: http://emoji.ink/
- Image to upload
- Mouse (optional)
Warm Up/Introduction (10 minutes) 
Use the Google Slideshow to watch the video and view the photos of Yung Jake’s artwork. Observe and respond (verbally or written) to what you see in the artworks. What emojis do you see? What colors? Do you like the artwork? How does it make you feel? What does it make you wonder about? Any other observations?
Outline of Session
Watch tutorial video (~20 minutes)
Choose an image to use (5 minutes)
Open program to begin making your Emoji Portrait (30+ minutes)

- Start with an easy image and increase the difficulty of the image as you grow 

confidence using the program.
Reflection/Closing
Save image to your computer (5 minutes)
Answer reflection questions (5 minutes)
How did you do? What emojis did you use? Did you use any emojis the most? Why?
Were you able to increase the difficulty of your image? Was it easier or harder than you thought? Did you have fun?

Session 2: Pandemic Portraits
Detailed Description of Session:
To begin Session 2, Pandemic Portraits inspired by Gregg Segal, read through the slides, click on the links, and watch the videos to learn more about the impact of Gregg Segal’s various photography series. View and respond to the photographs and videos. Use Segal’s work to create your very own pandemic portrait. Gather fifteen or more items that have been important to you during the course of the pandemic and quarantine. Find a space in or around your house that has been important to you during quarantine If needed, ask someone to help you take the final photo or use a self-timer. Take your photo and edit as you wish! Reflect on your image and how it represents yourself and the past year. I provided a couple of my own Pandemic Portraits in the slideshow to view for an example.
Objective(s) and/or Standards:

Materials Needed:

- Fifteen or more items

Warm Up/Introduction (10 minutes) 
Use the Google Slideshow to view the videos and images of Gregg Segal’s photography. Observe and respond (verbally or written) to what you see in the artworks. Who do you see in the photos? What objects do you see? What colors? Do you like the photos? Why? How do the photos make you feel? What do the photos make you wonder about? Any other observations?
Outline of Session
Watch videos and view images (10 minutes)
Respond - verbally or written (5 minutes)
Gather objects (10 minutes)
Set the scene for your photo (10 minutes)
Take various photographs (10-15 minutes)

Reflection/Closing
Edit images as you wish (10 minutes)
Answer reflection questions (5 minutes)
How did you do? What objects did you include? Why? How do these objects represent the past year for you? Why did you choose this scene for your image? Did you need a helper to take your photo? Did you have fun?
Session 3: Humans of Pittsburgh
Detailed Description of Session:
To begin Session 3, Humans of Pittsburgh inspired by Brandon Stanton, read through the slides, click the links, and watch the videos to learn more about the Humans of New York project. Check out Stanton’s Instagram and/or website. Choose a story to read and write a response in one paragraph. In the slides, I provided a few of my personal favorite stories. After reading and reflecting, your goal is to conduct your own interview and to create your own Humans of Pittsburgh portrait. First, you need to decide who you want to interview. Do you want to interview someone you know? or a stranger? Someone in your family? or a friend? Keep in mind that the interview can be about anything - past, present, future. It can be serious, sad, silly, etc. Refer to the slides for helpful interviewing tips and tricks to get a more open and honest dialogue with your interviewee. Just make sure you get permission to use their story before beginning an interview. Take various photos of your interviewee using a smartphone, tablet, or camera. Collect notes during your interview and use the notes to write about the person. Present the story and the portraits together and share as you wish.

Warm Up/Introduction (10 minutes) 
Use the Google Slideshow to view the videos and images of Brandon Stanton’s Humans of New York series. Choose a story to read and respond to in a written paragraph expressing how the story made you feel and if you connect with the story in any way. Think of people you would like to interview to create your own series: Humans of Pittsburgh.
Outline of Session
Begin Interview (30+ minutes)

- ask permission to use story

- take notes

- use tips on the slideshow to help you interview
Take multiple photographs of your interviewee (15+ minutes)

Reflection/Closing
Write a story about your subject (30+ minutes)
Combine the story and the portrait and share as you wish (5 minutes)
Repeat this process until you have a series of stories and portraits
